Cycle 24 is alive... maybel!

As | write this Monday the 13", there have been stirrings on the sun over the
past several weeks. On three different dates, reports noted that Cycle 24-type
spots were seen briefly. They were not of long duration, but they were there! A
couple of days ago, | noted that the SFI was up to 71 for the first time since May. This number
has been bogged down around 66-67 for months.

Sure enough, this slight increase was enough to pump up the higher bands a little, with a lot of
east coast-to-Europe QSOs being made on 18 MHz. For the most part, 21 MHz continues to
disappoint. Yet, the low bands have been very good also, during October 9-12. | worked a
Zone 18 Russian on 80 (pre-sunrise, skew path), and several Europeans long path on 40m.

Are any members of the Club doing direct observations or photography of the sun’s surface?
Please share your knowledge and experiences with us!
