Even QSOs with India, one of our most difficult
paths, can be had now and then. The higher bands are problematic, with MUF seem-
ingly topping out around 18 MHz on most days. Many of the DXpeditions are workable
on 18 and yet | often don't hear them on 21 where | have much better antennas.

40m Broadcast

Most of you know that “foreign broadcast” (commercial or political) stations were or-
dered out of the 7.1-7.2 segment as of late March. | monitored the band a bit as the
deadline passed, and it was interesting to be able to work JA stations on my own fre-
guency as they came into the segment at 1500z on the 29th. Many of the BC stations
indeed were gone, but quite a few remained—and are still there. The main problem
area is Asia. Believe it or not, ‘sunspots’ are the culprit! These remaining stations have
announced they will remain in the 40m segment until high-band conditions improve, at
which time they will move to the 12 MHz BC band. There is more information, and a list
of remaining stations, on a DARC website.

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FCC Denies Michigan Ham's Request for Ruling

In October 2007, Christopher Kaczmarek, KBS8MLC
Saginaw, Michigan, petitioned the FCC for a rulimg
garding the installation of his Amateur Radio ang
Kaczmarek told the FCC that he received a notiom
the manager of his mobile home community statireg
antennas were not allowed and asked for "a ruliom
the Commission recognizing [his] right to an Amat
Radio antenna structure.” On April 6, 2009, H@&C de-
nied Kaczmarek's requefgr a ruling in his favor, base
on the fact that PRB-1 protections do not extengrie
vate homeowner's agreements.

The Commission agreed with Kaczmarek that Se
97.15 of the Commission's Rules provides that ésaaid
local regulation of antenna structures must notlpde
amateur service communications, must reasonably
commodate such communications, and must cong
the minimum practicable regulation to achieve ttete
or local authority's legitimate purpose.” In itdtée to
Kaczmarek, the FCC pointed out that it has not,dwas,
extended this policy to regulations promulgatedpioy
vate parties.

bSaying that it has considered this same questioce
before, the FCC told Kaczmarek that it "chose nqtre-
empt private land use regulations that restrictitisealla-
tion of antennas and associated support strucused
by Amateur Radio stations. As agreements betweer
vate parties are voluntarily established and fresltered
into, the Commission is hesitant to interfere witiem
unless it is shown that private agreements wiliosesty
disrupt the federal regulatory scheme."
