We had a very productive Board meeting last Wednesday and a few items 

will be brought to your attention at the next meeting. 

Antennas and ordinances are a recurring theme for us.  CQ Magazine had 

and interesting survey recently.  In summary, they found that 56% of those 

responding had no restrictions, with 19% having local municipal restric-

tions, and sadly 1% having their municipal request denied.  34% have 

homeowner association restrictions: 10% may put up antennas with per-

mission, 9% are completely prohibited outdoors, and 5% are prohibited 

completely with 4% allowed only in the back yard.  Wonder who comes 

around to inspect if a ham has an antenna in the attic?   

Restrictions seem to be an effective behavior modification technique.  66% 

of the hams responding have not even tried to get approval for an an-

tenna, 20% have gotten municipal approval, and 14% have received HOA 

approval with 9% receiving an HOA denial. 

Sadly 2% limit themselves to mobile activities, 1% to internet only and 2% 

are not on the air at all.    On a positive note 71% operate with full view 

antennas, 18% have low profile antennas and 9% have stealth antennas.

 I became curious about these DXers 
who were the Most Deserving of all 
the Deserving and sent out emails and 
snail mails to each asking about their 
DXing careers so I could share some of 
their wisdom and memories with the 
SDDXC Deserving. 

Regrettably, even with follow-ups, I 
only received one reply. It was from 
my old friend Joe, W9JUV, who I sus-
pect replied because he remembered 
me as a wet-behind-the-ears DXer 
many years ago.  

Here, completely unedited, is the re-
sponse I received from Joe:

swered,   
Bob... Sorry about that, but we've 

just now finished up extensive redo on the house and grounds so mind's been going in diverse directions. 
Yep, looking at the DXCC listings it looks like I'm tied with three  others for fourth place world; just shows what can happen if 
you start  early and keep at it with some enthusiasm! And out of curiosity I looked up the others ages; all but one are in their 
90s, more than a  decade older than me! 
My license arrived in the mail May 2, 1946, when I was a sophomore  in  high school; first DX was in July, W3JMH/KH6, worked 
with 20W (input!)  to a folded dipole on 10 meters, the only HF band the military had given up at the time. First European was 
Paddy, EI9J, after I'd  cranked my three tube Xmtr up to 50 watts with an 807 final. Replaced that with a second hand pre-war 
home brew open rack and panel rig with  a pair of TZ-40s (40W triodes) in the final, modulated with another pair of TZ-40s, 
running 250W and about then we got 20 meters back. 
I still spent most of my time on 10, however, and soon was running  phone patches every afternoon after school for homesick 
Chicago area GIs in Japan, Okinawa, Saipan, Guam and other Pacific outposts. As a result didn't spend much time digging for 
new ones so I know I missed  a few now deleteds but don't regret it for a moment; it was incredibly rewarding to hear the joy 
when mothers, wives and kids heard their  loved ones voices for the first time after years apart! The main interruption would 
alway come late in each session when my mom would  literally drag me from the rig to come to dinner! I'd tell the op 
at whatever station I was working I'd be back tomorrow, same time and  freq, so have a good bunch of guys ready to call home 
with me. 
Bob; this is fun but I have to get serious; family invited for dinner tonight and I have to help Janet (N9LGI) with preps... If I don't 
shut  down the Mac she'll be in here yanking an ear, just like mom used to do! 
I'll pick up here and continue soon; how'd you like it so far?
